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SPORTS REPORT

The school year just drawing to a close will not go down in history as one of our better
years when it comes to sports result.Unfortunately, we had rather more disappointments than successes
this year.

Athletics was one of the sports which did return much improved results — compared with
the past couple of seasons. Following a rather mediocre performance in the Inter-Collegiate Athletics
competition our B Grade team pulled themselves together and went to Wanchai for the Inter-Schools
competition with some determination. This determination soon paid dividends for at the end of
three days of competition we had moved into 3rd place in B Grade and, with C Grade finishing
5th and A Grade 9th we were in overall 4th place. B Grade team captain, Wong Chun Ming (5D)
took gold and silver in the discus and shot put events, but he was overshadowed by Leung Kit
Cheung (5C) who took silver in the 800m on the Final morning and then much to his own surprise
came into the final straight of the 400m in the afternoon only to find that there was no one in
front of him ! Roared on by the large group of CSK supporters he found extra energy and finished
in 1st place. Two medals were not enough for him | — he then anchored the 4x400m relay team
into second place to get his third medal of the day — an excellent example of what determination
can do ! In the other grades, Ho Hoi Tak (3C) took two silver medals with very good runs in
800m and 1500m, while Form 7B boy Lee Kam Lun earned a bronze medal in the A Grade Shot
Put and took fifth place in the discus.

In 1980 Inter-school Badminton was organised into Divisions and we were in Division I and
it is the only sport from which we have never been relegated, until now. Our results were such
that we finished in 9th position and now have to compete in Div II — the closure of the school
hall for so many days this year did not help the team training at all. In fact, both C and B Grade
Inter-Class competitions had to be played outside in Public Games Halls — this is not good for
team morale and spirit.

Following our excellent Basketball results last year we were promoted to Div II. Perhaps we
were hoping for too much when we started counting points for promotion to Div I, following
a good start to the season. In the end we did very well, with our B Grade team taking top honours
with the Div II trophy, while the A Grade team finished 5th. Perhaps inexperience or stage-fright
affected the C team as they went down in six of the seven games and finished 8th — the overall
result was 5Sth.

In Cross Country our results continued to slip as we finished in overall 6th place. Our best
results came from A Grade Ng Hwa Kit (7B) who captured the individual bronze medal while

in C Grade Lee Hon Kei (2C) also took the bronze medal.
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Perhaps our biggest disappointment this year was in football. After two years in Div II we
gained promotion last season and hoped that we would improve this year. Sadly, it was not to
be and when the final results were in we had the dubious distinction of being last in Div I with
relegation to Div II again. One bright result from foothall was the fact that we did not have any
red cards this year and we were awarded the fair play banner. A small consolation at the end
of an unsatisfactory season.

Swimming was another sport in which we had bad luck - the disqualification of the B Grade
free style relay team cost us 14 points — those points would have given us 2nd place in B and
3rd overall. As it was we finished in 6th place overall. On the good side we have some very
promising young swimmers in C Grade so, with any luck, we might be able to improve next season.

Finally, we come to Table Tennis. Once again the story is one of poor results. We failed
to qualify for any final rounds and ended in overall 14th position. Like badminton, the ping pong
players missed the use of the school hall for regular training. Let's hope that next year the hall
will be available more often for training.

In outside competitions we had six boys in the triathlon and all of them finished within the
top three and got certificates and banners. Also, some of our basketball players entered the “street
three-on-three” competition and we took the trophy in one of the schools’ sections.

This year we have a new Principal, Mr. B.K.Lee. Mr. Lee needs no introduction to any CSK
boys, past or present, as he has been teaching in CSK since the school was built in 1969. In his
years here Mr. Lee has been very active in sport and for many years was in charge of the C Grade
football team as well as being a member of the Staff team. During the past year he supported
all our teams and his presence at the different games was an inspiration to the teams. For this
support we are very grateful.

As well as the support of our Principal we also had the support of many old boys — too
numerous to mention. Our cross country, basketball and football teams were all very well sponsored
by past students and we really appreciate this help.

For the first time in our history we now have three sports scholarships (one A Grade, one
B Grade and one C Grade) sponsored by one of our former students Mr. Wilfred Li Kwok Ming.
The winners of first scholarships, Chan Tsz Wang (5B) in A Grade, Ho Chun Yu (5D) in B Grade
and Ho Hoi Tak (3C) in C Grade all received their scholarships from Mr. Li at the annual prize
giving in May.

To conclude, special thanks to our Principal and old Boys for their encouragement and support
throughout the year. Congratulations to the boys and teams who won trophies and medals and,
finally, very special thanks to all the CSK boys and teachers who took part but did not win any

medals or trophies — without your trying all the time CSK would not be the school that it is today.
