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t the Annual General Meeting held at the

School on February 5th, 2006, a new executive
committee, or formally called the board of directors,
consisted of 15 members was elected.

The CSKOBA football team achieved outstanding
results in the 2005-06 year in that we grabbed the
St. Joseph’s College Anniversary football tournament
trophy, and was the runner-up for the Christian
Brothers’ Cup, thanks for the effort lead by team
leader Ian Tan (1981), and generous donation by Mr
Ho Kwok Fai (1981) to the sport suits.

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he School Improvement Committee was
formed in September 2005. The main areas
of work are:
1. to implement and review the policy of staff
appraisal. A three-year cycle staff appraisal
system (2004-2007) on teaching and non-
teaching areas was implemented.

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he Asia Pacific Lasallian Educators
Congress 2005

The Asia Pacific Lasallian Educators
Congress 2005 (APLEC 2005) was held
from 12 to 14 December 2005 in Manila,
Philippines. The theme of the congress
is "The Future of Technology and Mass
Media, and Their Impact on Youth and
the Lasallian Educational Mission.” This
congress has seen a representation of
Lasallian educators from many countries
in the Asia-Pacific region. Apart from Hong
Kong and Philippines, there were delegates
from Singapore, Malaysia, Thailand, India,
Indonesia, Pakistan, Japan and also those
coming from the southern hemisphere
such as Australia, New Zealand and Papua
New Guinea. The ubiquitous nature of
technology and mass media brings modern
convenience to society and yet creates
challenges to educators at large. What
are the youth attitudes and values in the
Asia Pacific Region? How does the media
influence their attitudes and values?
How emerging technology help shape
our pedadogy? As Lasallian Educators,
what can we do to make mass media and
technology further strengthen Lasallian
education? These were in fact the major
topics discussed during the Congress.
Each day, there was a morning prayer
lead by representatives from a country.
This was followed by some open forums
and presentations. Guest speakers invited
included university professors, journalist,
technology company CEO, university
students and a celebrity from the
entertainment industry (a Filipino-American
V] and actress). Reflection groups were
formed before the end of a day programme
to consolidate any thoughts and ideas
shared previously. Needless to say, what
came next was a delicious dinner prepared
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by the hotel caterer. Fortunately, our
group did manage to squeeze some time
out to visit some places, in particular, the
de La Salle University in Mania and dined
out one night. To me, this experience is
truly inspiring and eye-opening. I met a
lot of educators from other countries. The
message that inspired me most is that
“more than saying that medium is the
message — the messenger is the message.”
This reminds me of the importance of
media literacy to the youth. As shared by
one of the speakers, students should be
critical to the messages they received from
the media. The following questions can
help students to make discernment. Who
produced the message? What is the intent
of the message producer? What does the
producer have to gain from the message?
What is the track record of the message
producer in terms of credibility & public
service? How can the message be critically
interpreted?

Finally, as Hong Kong Lasallians, we
proposed the following actions in response
to the above challenges:

1. We want to share pedagogical, pastoral,
moral education and teaching resources
among our Lasallian Family;

2. We want to form a loose network to
monitor the mass media. We will share
information and propose collective action
among Lasallians, in response to the
positive and negative influences of the
mass media. We, APLEC 2005 delegates,
will be the seed teachers to start this
network;

3. We will endeavor to set up ICT
formation/ training courses for Lasallian
stakeholders to enhance their computer
literacy and develop appropriate awareness
of good and bad practices in using new
technology.

he Prefectorial Board is to offer help to the
Tschool in maintaining students’ discipline as
well as enhancing the boys’ sense of belonging
to CSK.

A brand new image of the board has been built
up by the hard work of many. Under the Head
Prefect and the Deputy Head Prefect, positions
such as senior super-intendent, super-intendent,
chief and senior prefects are set up. With this
new structure, a much more powerful impression
is given to all, resulting in a more systematic
management of the board. Also, orders are
carried out more effectively. We must admit,
however, that the workload of the whole board
has increased within this school year. Every
morning assembly, some prefects are divided
into supervision teams to patrol the playground,
while the others are required to station at
every staircase.

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A Role to Become a Teacher

I have been a teacher for 10

Time flies.
years.

When I was still a kid, I had infinite number of
dreams. I wanted to be a fast runner, a good
fighter and a skillful sport player. I also wanted
to be someone important. Besides, I also
wanted to be knowledgeable and hoped I could
explore everything about the universe. All these
wishes were so big but vague and naive.

Due to an accident in F.3, I needed to put down
all sports for 2 years. I then concentrated on
knowledge seeking. After reading much about
Einstein, I further narrowed my interest to the
seeking of the mechanism that governs the
universe. This wish was so strong that I was
motivated to study hard to enter postgraduate
school in university. Nevertheless, after
spending six years in university, I started to
realize that the society of scientific research
was far less romantic than what I imagined. I
succumbed to reality after I got the master
degree. At that moment, I was trapped in the
mist of loss and regret.

Life was going on. I got a teaching job
unintentionally. Without heart, I taught without
soul. Luckily, the teaching environment was not
so competitive at that time. Otherwise, I might
be fired long time ago.

Actually, this luck was nothing comparable with
the chance to listen to the feedback from my
students. Some praised me, many criticized me.
I had to say that the critics were so harsh that
they were like slaps in my face. I felt extremely
unhappy, especially the realization that I was
disappointing my students. I got loss in my life.
I did not want my students to encounter the
same. I wanted to help them to pursue their
dreams. Unexpectedly, this gradually became a
new goal in my life.

In these years, I had gained much insight
about how to teach from the responses of my
students. The longer I taught, the more I
realized the individual difference of students.
Teaching method suitable to this class might not
be effective to another class. Teaching was by
no means a boring job.

10 years has passed, I still find much interest
and reward in teaching.

Mr. Yue Chi-hang, Director of Architectural Services
at the Inauguration Ceremony of the New Building

Chan Sui Ki (La Salle) College on 25 November 2005

r. Chan, Reverend Brother Patrick, Principal
Sze, Distinguished Guests, Parents,
Teachers, Fellow Graduates and Students:

I am delighted and privileged to join you this
wonderful evening, to celebrate your Speech
Day and the opening ceremony for the new wing
of your School. I am also much honoured to
have the opportunity to say a few words as your
‘Guest of Honour. When I first received your
Principal, Mr. Sze's invitation, I asked myself
— As an architect by profession and at such
occasion, what do I have to share with you? Is
it about Education? Is it about Architecture? Or
is it about Life?

I have a story for you. A farmer went out to
sow his seeds. As he was scattering the seeds,
some fell along the path; they were trampled
on, and the birds ate them up. Some fell
on rock, and when they came up, the plants
withered because they had no moisture. Other
seeds fell among thorns, which grew up with
them and choked the plants. Still some seeds
fell on good soil. They came up and yielded
a crop, a hundred times more than (that) was
sown. Most of you must be very familiar with
this story. It is one of the famous parables of
Jesus. This parable certainly has very special
meaning to Christians. For me, it is about a
process. When a seed falls on good soil, it
germinates, grows, fosters, blossoms and finally
reproduces. The story tells us the importance
of good foundation; persistency and whole-
heartedness throughout the process; and
striving for proliferation and prosperity.
‘Education’, ‘Architecture’ and ‘Life’, all share
one common denominator — each by itself is a
process. Let me start with Education. Chan Sui
Ki (La Salle) College is indeed a seed on good
soil.

At the very outset in 1969, and throughout these
36 years, the school has a clear mission. It is
the mission of human and Christian education,
helping young people to develop themselves
fully as human persons of integrity and

persons eager to serve others. The School has
continuously attained remarkable achievements
and maintained the balance of academic
excellence and extra-curriculum activities. The
School has used English as the teaching medium
since 1969 and has obtained the Government’s
approval to continue to do so in 1998 as one of
the 114 EMI schools. The School also promotes
independent learning and focuses on moral and
civic education.

I know you students are very active in sports
and achieve superb results every year. This year,
in the Inter-school Swimming Championships,
the School is the overall champion and will be
promoted to Division One next year. Besides,
the School was ranked the eighth in the BOCHK
(Bank of China Hong Kong) Bauhinia Bowl
Award (FEREBEHIZR) and received the ‘Most
Progressive School Award of the Year’, the fourth
time since 1989. I am proud of your consistent
performance. Well done.

The School also has a healthy and robust
administrative structure. The Parent-Teacher
Association has been in place since 1998,
bridging the school and the parents to pursue
the mutual goal of well being for students.
With the sound foundation, dedication of the
teachers and principal, responsive parents and
the support from all of you, the school is well
prepared to embrace the challenges ahead. I
am sure that your harvest is certainly more than
one hundred-fold of what you have sown.

I have to thank the Education and Manpower
Bureau to provide our department the
opportunity to build the new wing for your
school. And deep from my heart, I also thank
the kind co-operation of the School during the
whole process, to say the least, with great
endurance of the noise, disturbance and other
nuisances. In return, I can assure you that the
new wing of the school is on good and sound
foundation, no doubt about it. Construction
works commenced just after Christmas 2002
and were completed in April 2005, at a cost



of about 30 million dollars. The new wing is a
10-storey building, skillfully articulated with the
existing block. It increases the floor area of
more than 2,600 sq. m., i.e. by nearly 30% of
that of the existing school. You have more new
special rooms and state of the art facilities to
foster teaching and learning. More important,
no more floating classes.

These facilities are physical artifacts, setting
a well-tempered environment to nurture
education. They are the hardware and now
the hardware is here. I am also sure that your
software is also in place — the principal, the
teachers and school staff are all enthusiastic,
energetic and whole-hearted educators; parents
are responsive and considerate; you also have
very supportive philanthropists like Mr. Chan.
It is like a banquet, the delicious dishes are all
ready. It needs guests to enjoy it. You students
are the guests. Come and enjoy it.

As an architect, I can tell you, fellow graduates,
the strongest structure known to man is the
arch. A historian once said, “Every experience
is an arch to build upon.” We gain experiences
everyday and we can choose to let those
experiences weaken us or strengthen us. (We
can choose to let life’s experiences hold us back
or push us forward.) Destiny is not a matter
of chance; it is a matter of choice. (We can
choose to learn something about ourselves
everyday or let life pass us by.) I have an
advice for you — Don't wallow and flounder in
self-pity because the world stops for no one.
You will encounter incredibly tough times in your
life, and you can choose to use them as an arch
or you can choose them as an excuse. (Will you
let those experiences become arches to build
upon or burdens that hold you down? You will
ask yourself that question many many times
throughout your life.)

I have another story for you. An architect went
to visit his colleague one evening. They sat in

the living room and talked for a while. During
this whole time, the architect could hear his
colleague’s eight years old daughter in her
room laughing and just having a great time.
So he said to his colleague at one point, what
could his daughter possibly be doing in there
for her to be having such a great time. So the
architect went to her room to meet the little
girl and see what she was doing. She was
building card houses from a deck of cards and
she laughed uncontrollably every time the card
house fell down. His colleague introduced him
to his daughter. The architect went to shake
her hand, but soon realized that he could not
do so because she did not have hands. Her
arms stopped at the wrists. His colleague went
on to tell him that the girl had been born with
a disease where the hands and feet were not
born fully-developed. The architect said to the
little girl, “It seems that you are having such a
great time. How can you be having so much
fun when it must be difficult to pick up the cards
and build a house with them?” At eight years
old, she turned to him and said, "Life is not easy
for me, but everyday I get up and I do the best
I can with what I have.” How many of us can
say we do that everyday? There was no self-
pity in that child.

I leave you now with this. Listen to that small
voice in your head. Dare to be yourself. Dare
to be great. Dare to be different. Don't forget
your roots which you get from your school.
Your roots will get you through the tough times
and would be the support of your whole life.

I believe that there is no better thing than
helping young people blossom, grow and
develop full potential. Your School has exactly
done that for you. Finally, I wish all fellow
graduates have a bright and brilliant tomorrow.
I also wish the School every success in the

future. Everybody leads a happy and healthy
life.
