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Oops! Ambulance comes!

Unfortunately, 3 students were injured in school last month. The cause of all these accidents
was that the students played sports games carelessly , without taking consideration of their safety.

Usually, the injured students will have a brief diagnosis by teachers and then be sent to hospital
if necessary.

An injured student was interviewed. He said that he was injured during physical education les-
son . When he was tracing the football, he crashed into the basketball stand and had a wound on his
left eyelid. Afterwards, he was sent to the office. The janitor staff informed his parents and called the
ambulance. About ten minutes later, the ambulance came and the student was sent to Queen Eliza-
beth Hospital. In the hospital, he had an X-ray examination on his eye. After the doctor’s diagnosis,
he received two stitches on his left eyelid.

From this case, we realise that carelessness in playing sports is very dangerous. Since the play-
ground of our school is too small for playing both basketball and soccer at the same time, students
should be caretul and follow the rules of the games.

If you are just a CSK boy who studies in lower form, then you may wonder who the 'naughty' foreigner that appeared in the Athletic
Meet is. In fact, that man is Mr. O'Brien, undoubtedly one of the greatest teachers in CSK. Mr. O'Brien had been teaching in CSK since its
establishment and quitted CSK 3 years ago due to some personal reasons. In mid-

I will never
forget the happy memories that he gave us.’

Mr. O'Brien revealed that after going back to Ireland, he might write a book about his life in HK and he even promised that if he really
did so, he would surely send one copy to CSK school library! We are looking forward to seeing his book and we hope that he can live
happily in Ireland.

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Miss you finally ......

Mr. Lui Wai Chun, a former janitor staff who had worked in CSK for nearly
20 years, passed away last year. In fact, Mr. Lui was absolutely an unsung hero
of CSK. In the past, he was responsible for dealing with the maintenance prob-
lems at school as well as doing some tasks (like cleaning and distributing news-
paper) in the library. Though students might not be able to notice that easily, his contributions to us is non-replaceable.

Unfortunately, Mr. Lui was diagnosed with cancer of oesophagus in 1998. However, he still insisted on working in CSK as he was
the only financial prop in the family. However, as his healthy condition was continuously worsened, he was forced to retire in February
2000 and the bad news about his death came to us soon.

After his death, his family did face serious economic problems, especially as there are three children in his family, with the youngest
one who was just born in 1997. As a result, Mrs. Lui has to take care of them and therefore cannot find a job to survive. But it was encour-
aging to see that our students and teachers were so kind to give a hand and donate a total amount of over $17,000 to them. After all, we hope
Mr. Lui’s family all the best in the future.

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Peer Counselor’s Scheme

Do you wonder why the “Big Brother’s Scheme™ seems to disappear this year? I guess a lot of you would raise a
similar question. Actually, the scheme still exists, but it has been renamed as “Peer Counselor Scheme” by the Counseling
Team. Let me introduce how different it is.

The “Big Brother’s Scheme” had been running in CSK for many years. Tt aimed at helping the students with
learning difficulties and the ratio was about 20 volunteers to 60 Form one students. In order to help them adapt to the
changing environment, and cope with stress, its aims have then been extended. This year, the scheme mainly focuses on
helping all Form one students to get prepared for secondary school life, developing their sense of belonging to Chan Sui Ki
and building up a sense of responsibility. This does not only bring closer the large gap between Primary six and Form one,
but also fosters their communication skills with others.

This year, the number of “Peer Counselors™ has increased up to 60 students, ranging from Form three to Form
four. Each student must achieve conduct “VG” and have a good sense of responsibility. After being selected, they have to
attend a training course and some talks on peer counseling. In this course, they will learn how to co-operate with others,
show empathy for others and solve problems independently.

These Peer Counselors are required to meet their student-in-charge at least twice a week. The meeting can either
be in the form of a chat, a ball match or a tutorial. They can even choose singing karaoke together. Details of each meeting
have to be recorded on a note-sheet. The Counseling Team will then check it periodically. Besides, two teachers will be
responsible for each Form one class. Their names are listed below:
